Our Clothes Closet in the basement of the church provides free clothing to the people of our community ï 
men, women and children.  Many rely upon this ministry to make ends meet; and without it, many would not 
have adequate clothing in the winter especially.  Right now, the Closet is undergoing a transition as we bid a 
fond farewell to Gwynn Wilhelm who has served as the Coordinator during the past two years.  She and Joe 
(Mr. JOY Dinner Chef Extraordinaire) are moving from the area and it will take a whole TEAM of folks to 
replace the two of them!  So weôre revamping how we run the Clothes Closet, and here are the specific jobs 
we need new volunteers for.  Theyôre ALL behind the scenes jobs, and most can be done on your own 
schedule.  Truly, new volunteers are necessary in all these areas if we are to continue serving the community 
as significantly as we have in the past. 
We need the following volunteers.  We would provide full training for these jobs: 
 

RE-STOCKING PERSON:  In this job, you would come in 1 to 3 times per week (you decide how many) when 
the closet is NOT open.  The tasks are to straighten up the clothes, put things back in order, and go to the 
outside shed to bring in tubs of items which need to be replenished and place them on the racks or shelves.  
Must be able to carry the tubs or bins from the shed.  This could be a COUPLE (one to straighten the shop, 
one to bring in the tubs & restock shelves). 
   

DELIVERY PERSON:  One to three times per week (depending on your availability) this person or couple 
would pick up the bags of donated clothes from the church (usually garbage bags) and take them to our 
storage center about 3 miles away.  While at the storage center, you would pick up any bins of items you 
have been requested to bring back to the church and take them down to the Clothes Closet.  This is the job 
that requires ability to lift large bags of clothes and bins, and carry them back & forth.  This is a CRITICAL 
volunteer need at this point. 
 

SORTING:  This person empties the bags and sorts clothing by type and size into bins.  Needs to know 
something about sizing of womenôs clothing especially, or be willing to learn.  This can be done as you have 
time; could be once a week or as available.  Sorting takes place at the storage center about 3 miles from the 
church.

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News from the Finance Committee Chair                  Garry Wolfrum 

3rd Quarter 2011 contributions were very good, meeting 100% of our operating expenses for the first 9 months. 
Julyôs 5-week contributions were wonderful, dropping the 2010 carryover deficit from $8.8K down to $600 in a 
single month! However; by the end of August, due in large part to Hurricane Ireneôs impact on attendance that 
last Sunday, the 2010 operating fund carryover deficit climbed back to nearly $12K.  The graph below shows 
how our budget, income, and expenses compared through September 2011. 

 

Our monthly operating expenses remained below the budget and our income was excellent when compared 
with expenses in 6 of the first 9 months. 
In Summary: 
First nine month cumulative giving was strong; meeting 100% of our operating expenses 
2010 $16K carryover deficit dropped below $1K by 31 July; then climbed sharply in Aug to $12K 
By 30 Sep operating fund cash flow re-stabilized, with the 2010 carryover deficit at $12.5K  
Please consider an extra gift during Nov & Dec to offset Hurricane Ireneôs impact on erasing the 
operating fund 2010 carryover deficit and to build a $10K operating reserve by yearôs end!
