Even better than informed prayer is 
informed prayer that results in bold and faithful action in Christôs name.  Very 
often, God wants to use us as the means by which He answers our prayers 
and fulfills our dreams! 

The people of LPUMC having been dreaming and praying about 
more effectively ñmaking disciplesò (leading people into a deep relationship 
with Jesus) for a long time.  Now, through our new PSA groups, we have a 
practical and powerful means by which God can work through us to make 
these dreams come true.
